What is in the kingdom of God? 

You are a spirit living in a body that has a soul.

Gen 2:7

7And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

The spirit man inside of you has eyes, ears, mind, will, and emotion. 

And you are created in the image of God.

Gen 1

26And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

 27So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. 

And this man desires to please God and has accepted forgiveness of sin through faith in Christ Jesus and His cross, therefore he enters into the area of rest, the paradise, heaven, Garden of Eden, Kingdom of God whenever he needs.

John 3

 1NOW THERE was a certain man among the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler (a leader, an authority) among the Jews, 

    2Who came to Jesus at night and said to Him, Rabbi, we know and are certain that You have come from God [as] a Teacher; for no one can do these signs (these wonderworks, these miracles--and produce the proofs) that You do unless God is with him. 

    3Jesus answered him, I assure you, most solemnly I tell you, that unless a person is born again (anew, from above), he cannot ever see (know, be acquainted with, and experience) the kingdom of God. 

    4Nicodemus said to Him, How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter his mother's womb again and be born? 

    5Jesus answered, I assure you, most solemnly I tell you, unless a man is born of water and [[a]even] the Spirit, he cannot [ever] enter the kingdom of God.(A) 

    6What is born of [from] the flesh is flesh [of the physical is physical]; and what is born of the Spirit is spirit. 

    7Marvel not [do not be surprised, astonished] at My telling you, You must all be born anew (from above). 

    8The wind blows (breathes) where it wills; and though you hear its sound, yet you neither know where it comes from nor where it is going. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.

He enters into the kingdom of God with a child like faith and get whatever he needs from God.

Luke 17:20-21 (King James Version)20

And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should come, he answered them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation:  21Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you.

Luke 18:17
Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God as a little child shall in no wise enter therein.

How do we enter the kingdom of God?

Through child like faith…Do you have to do anything to qualify to get it?

Absolutely nothing but only enter the kingdom of God  through child like faith that knows God loves him unconditionally.

Luke 18:25
For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle's eye, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God

You can’t get kingdom of God in you, if inside of you are already occupied with something else. You must choose one, self or God.

Matthew 12:28
But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you.

When you die to self and clean out inside of you by casting out previous occupants, such as anger, depression, poverty, sickness, doubt, unbelief, frustration…then God can come inside of you make Himself home, which is kingdom of God, the hope of Glory the Christ within you.

Luke 9:11
And the people, when they knew it, followed him: and he received them, and spake unto them of the kingdom of God, and healed them that had need of healing.

When we talk about God, we can’t   just talk about kingdom of God, without mentioning healing power of God. When God comes in you, the manifestations of healing got to be there also. 

Faith without works is dead. Faith  that do not produce the reality of God outside is dead faith

Is 53:5 By the strips of Jesus we are healed.

Healing in body is in kingdom of God, in paradise. We can enter into the kingdom of God and get the  healing we need.

Healing in mind is in there through perfect communion with God. We can enter into the paradise and get sound mind that we need.
Luke 9:27
But I tell you of a truth, there be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the kingdom of God.

We don’t have to die and go to heaven to enjoy the healing, we can go to heaven, the kingdom of God now before we die through child like faith in the earth.

The heaven is open right now. The kingdom of God is at hand.

This is our inheritance….the kingdom of God….the Garden of Eden,…the heaven,……the paradise…..

Through the Calvary, the perfect fellowship that Adam and Eve had before fall now has totally been restored back to the way it was in the Garden of Eden, and this time you enter this promise land by child like faith.

Luke 18:17
Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God as a little child shall in no wise enter therein.

You receive this kingdom with your inner spirit man, the heart, the inner most being, the core of your being, not with your mind.

If you receive with only your mind….it is like you know how to ride a bycicle but you never actually ride one…..

When if comes to God’s stuff, you do not want to just store the knowledge of God in your mind but never experience of that knowledge.

1 Corinthians 4:20
For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in power.

You have bible verses memorized in your mind but never became real to you to enjoy yet.

But I have a news for you!

All those scripture is about to come alive in you, as you behold Holy Spirit.

Romans 14:17
For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.

You see the knowledge that is stored in your brain(logos-written word) is the meat and drink, and that is not the kingdom of God….but your inner spiritual man that has encounter with Holy Spirit who has righteousness, peace and joy is the kingdom of God.

When Holy Spirit makes the knowledge that was stored in you mind come alive in you (revelation, or rhema), you will experience the power of God.
 
1 Corinthians 4:20
For the kingdom of God is not in word (logos), but in power(revelation).

Ephesians 1 
18 the eyes of your understanding[c] being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, 19 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 20 which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.

And kingdom of God that is in you will do things like…

Romans 8:11 (Amplified Bible)

11And if the Spirit of Him Who raised up Jesus from the dead dwells in you, [then] He Who raised up Christ Jesus from the dead will also restore to life your mortal (short-lived, perishable) bodies through His Spirit Who dwells in you.

Romans 8:11 (New King James Version)11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.

2 Corinthians 5:17 (King James Version)

 17Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

2 Corinthians 5:17 (Amplified Bible)

17Therefore if any person is [ingrafted] in Christ (the Messiah) he is a new creation (a new creature altogether); the old [previous moral and spiritual condition] has passed away. Behold, the fresh and new has come! 

What is the fresh and new? The kingdom of God, the paradise, the resting place,

The promise land, the heaven, The Holy Spirit.

We are carrying the heavenly places in us! We are the representation of God!

2 Cor Amplified

18But all things are from God, Who through Jesus Christ reconciled us to Himself [received us into favor, brought us into harmony with Himself] and gave to us the ministry of reconciliation [that by word and deed we might aim to bring others into harmony with Him]. 

    19It was God [personally present] in Christ, reconciling and restoring the world to favor with Himself, not counting up and holding against [men] their trespasses [but cancelling them], and committing to us the message of reconciliation (of the restoration to favor). 

    20So we are Christ's ambassadors, God making His appeal as it were through us. We [as Christ's personal representatives] beg you for His sake to lay hold of the divine favor [now offered you] and be reconciled to God. 

    21For our sake He made Christ [virtually] to be sin Who knew no sin, so that in and through Him we might become [[g]endued with, viewed as being in, and examples of] the righteousness of God [what we ought to be, approved and acceptable and in right relationship with Him, by His goodness].

Our destiny in God is to grow into intimate relationship with Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Revelation, and the Spirit of Wisdom to know about our inheritance in Heavenly Places.

Ephesians 1
4Even as [in His love] He chose us [actually picked us out for Himself as His own] in Christ before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy (consecrated and set apart for Him) and blameless in His sight, even above reproach, before Him in love. 

    5For He foreordained us (destined us, planned in love for us) to be adopted (revealed) as His own children through Jesus Christ, in accordance with the purpose of His will [[b]because it pleased Him and was His kind intent]-- 

    6[So that we might be] to the praise and the commendation of His glorious grace (favor and mercy), which He so freely bestowed on us in the Beloved. 

    7In Him we have redemption (deliverance and salvation) through His blood, the remission (forgiveness) of our offenses (shortcomings and trespasses), in accordance with the riches and the generosity of His gracious favor, 

    8Which He lavished upon us in every kind of wisdom and understanding (practical insight and prudence), 

    9Making known to us the mystery (secret) of His will (of His plan, of His purpose). [And it is this:] In accordance with His good pleasure (His merciful intention) which He had previously purposed and set forth in [c]Him, 

    10[He planned] for the maturity of the times and the climax of the ages to unify all things and head them up and consummate them in Christ, [both] things in heaven and things on the earth. 

    11In Him we also were made [God's] heritage (portion) and we obtained an inheritance; for we had been foreordained (chosen and appointed beforehand) in accordance with His purpose, Who works out everything in agreement with the counsel and design of His [own] will, 

    12So that we who first hoped in Christ [who first put our confidence in Him have been destined and appointed to] live for the praise of His glory! 

    13In Him you also who have heard the Word of Truth, the glad tidings (Gospel) of your salvation, and have believed in and adhered to and relied on Him, were stamped with the seal of the long-promised Holy Spirit. 

    14That [Spirit] is the guarantee of our inheritance [the firstfruits, the pledge and foretaste, the down payment on our heritage], in anticipation of its full redemption and our acquiring [complete] possession of it--to the praise of His glory. 

    15For this reason, because I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all the saints (the people of God), 

    16I do not cease to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers. 

    17[For I always pray to] the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, that He may grant you a spirit of wisdom and revelation [of insight into mysteries and secrets] in the [deep and intimate] knowledge of Him, 

    18By having the eyes of your heart flooded with light, so that you can know and understand the hope to which He has called you, and how rich is His glorious inheritance in the saints (His set-apart ones), 

    19And [so that you can know and understand] what is the immeasurable and unlimited and surpassing greatness of His power in and for us who believe, as demonstrated in the working of His mighty strength, 

    20Which He exerted in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His [own] right hand in the heavenly [places], 

    21Far above all rule and authority and power and dominion and every name that is named [above every title that can be conferred], not only in this age and in this world, but also in the age and the world which are to come. 

    22And He has put all things under His feet and has appointed Him the universal and supreme Head of the church [a headship exercised throughout the church],(A) 

    23Which is His body, the fullness of Him Who fills all in all [for in that body lives the full measure of Him Who makes everything complete, and Who fills everything everywhere with Himself]. 

Wow, that is awesome truth!

When your spirit embraces this, you will be invincible.

Why don’t you go ahead meditate on this all week until next meeting.
