You must hate the chains and the bondages that you are under, and you must desire to do something about the battle with everything you’ve got. Passion is power, you must have passion to win and overcome

12Since the days of John the Baptist, the kingdom of heaven has been advancing with force. And forceful people are taking hold of it.

 12And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.

2.Identify the true enemy. 
2 Corinthians 10:3-5 (King James Version)

 3For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: 

 4(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) 

 5Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;

 If we know our enemies well than we can have strategies how to win the battles in life.

 Our enemies are neither people nor situations that are come against us, they are the spirits that are behind the people and the circumstances. 

You must, must, must, must understand who the true enemy is.
For example, if you work hard to get ahead in life but no matter how hard you work, you seem to live from pay check to pay check and never seem to have surplus or some left over to bless yourself or others with. You are trying to build business that seems so easy to make some money but you are getting no where with it. I tell you the true enemy on this, he is not your boss who refuse to give you raise, it is not your inability to work hard, it is not the people who do not want to buy your product that you want to sell, it is the spirit of poverty and lack that is in your life is doing it and being operating through out the days and months and years. 

So you must fight that spirit of poverty and lack who is the true enemy therefore you must fight them with proper weapons to win this spiritual war. If you are sick in body, no matter what you do it seems that thing is too stronger than what you can manage, it is time for you to fight that off with another weapons.
3. Find out that you have spiritual weapons to fight these enemies with.

    You must, must, must, must understand that we have to fight the spiritual enemies with the spiritual weapons and power not with our human weapons and power.

   Repentance, prayer of faith, word of God, praise, thanksgiving, seeking God, vision of Christ, speaking tongs, greenings, assembling at the church, and, 
   faith, hope, love, kindness, endurance, knowledge of God, wisdom, holiness, joy, righteousness,

 are the spiritual weapons, we need to use them to win the battle in our lives.

These will bring prosperity, forgiveness, peace, health, honor, and wealth that we are trying to accomplish.  Jesus came to establish these in our lives.

John 10:10

 4. Understand the enemies we are to defeat has been already defeated on the calvery by Jesus Christ, but we must enforce the victory in our lives to experience the victory that was already won. 
Isaiah 53 (King James Version)

 1Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? 

 2For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. 

 3He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. 

 4Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 

 5But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 

 6All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 

 7He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth. 

 8He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken. 

 9And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth. 

 10Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand. 

 11He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. 

 12Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

The enemies in our lives will not leave automatically just because we are saved, there is whole bunch fights ahead of the Christians who have received the Christ as the Lord and the Savior.

 Romans: 8 37-39

37Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 

 38For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 

 39Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

It is time to get the enemies out of our lives, out of our mouth, out of our hearts to build the Kingdom of God in our lives, in our hearts, in our mouth.
Romans 10:10-20 (King James Version)

 10For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 

 11For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed. 

 12For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him. 

 13For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. 

 14How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? 

 15And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! 

 16But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? 

 17So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 

 18But I say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their sound went into all the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world. 

 19But I say, Did not Israel know? First Moses saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by them that are no people, and by a foolish nation I will anger you. 

 20But Esaias is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me not; I was made manifest unto them that asked not after me.

5. Understand that the faith in God in our hearts is the power that defeats every enemy in our life.
4Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.1John 4:4

1John 5
4For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. 

 5Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God? 

 6This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth. 

 7For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 

 8And there are three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one. 

 9If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for this is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son. 

 10He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the record that God gave of his Son. 

 11And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son. 

 12He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. 

 13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 

 14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

 15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him. 

 16If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it. 

 17All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death. 

 18We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not. 

 19And we know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in wickedness. 

 20And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. 

 21Little children, keep yourselves from idols. Amen.

6. For you to have faith of God in your heart to win every battle in your life, you must empty the heart that is already occupied by your previous person. You must let the previous person go first for person of Jesus to come in and live there. It is called “REPETANCE” No repentance is no GOD, no faith, no change, no victory and no blessings. Your heart is in desert, so your life is in desert, so your finance is in desert, so your health is in desert, so your marriage is in desert, but the good news is you can dig a well in the desert, You are about to get living water in you heart, in your life, in your finance, in your health in your marriage, through your repentance, and change of your old mind set, and forsaking your own way of thinking.
1 John 4:17-19 (New King James Version)   
17 Love has been perfected among us in this: that we may have boldness in the day of judgment; because as He is, so are we in this world. 18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears has not been made perfect in love. 19 We love Him[a] because He first loved us.
 Repentance is the one of the most powerful weapon to defeat the enemies such as spirit of proud, spirit of unbelief, spirit of poverty, spirit of doubt, spirit of fear….God said Perfect love cast out all fears, He did not give us the spirit of fear, but love, power and sound mind (2 Tim 1:17). Fear is torment when the fear leaves healing in our mind will begin will give you sound mind, love, power, who is God, and is faith of God.
Mark 9:24-26 (New King James Version)

24 Immediately the father of the child cried out and said with tears, “Lord, I believe; help my unbelief!” 
25 When Jesus saw that the people came running together, He rebuked the unclean spirit, saying to it, “Deaf and dumb spirit, I command you, come out of him and enter him no more!” 26 Then the spirit cried out, convulsed him greatly, and came out of him. And he became as one dead, so that many said, “He is dead.”

Ephesians 1 (King James Version)

 7In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; 

 8Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence; 

 9Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself: 

 10That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 

 11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

 12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. 

 13In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, 

 14Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory. 

 15Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints, 

 16Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers; 

 17That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: 

 18The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 

 19And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, 

 20Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 

 21Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 

 22And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church, 

 23Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.
Repentance is an  action, you will do what God says from now on, you will have to obey His Word continually to keep Him in your heart, and your life, other wise previous person will come back again to hurt you.
